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Psalms 31:24 (NKJV) "Be of good courage, and He shall strengthen your heart, all you who hope in the Lord."    The Lord showed me at the beginning of this year that in our ministry it would be "A Year of Trust."  It was so apparent to me that he wants us to trust Him in every avenue of our lives.  It wasn't a feeling of trust in finances, but when He spoke we would not question, we would obey His voice!  It's becoming much easier as we follow Jesus and know that He only has the best plans and purposes for our lives.
I want to share with you some thoughts that our Pastor has given us in practical living that will guide us through time of injustice in our lives.
1. The Faithfulness of God through injustice: There is nothing in your life that God doesn't care about or control.
The enemy wants you to believe that:  
a.  God has forsaken you 
b.  That there is no one to protect you. 
c.  That no one will rescue you. 
2. Psalms 71:14A Shares with us that we will always have hope.
3. Psalms 71:14 B tells us that we are to praise the Lord more and more.
4. Psalms 71: 15 & 16 I will speak of God's righteous salvation.  God's salvation is:
a. All the Time
b. Is beyond me-- He is eternal
c. Stands alone- He is perfect - see Psalms 71:18.
5. I will tell others about God's power at work in my life.
a. Even when I'm old and gray- even to the next generation.
b. To all who are to come
2. Facing Change with Hope- Six reasons why some people never change:
a. Because they are insensitive toward God.  
b. Because they are unstable when the pressure is on.
c. Because they are comfortable with the "status quo."
d. Because they are self-confident when making decisions.
e. Because they are skeptical about God's power.
f. Because they are disobedient when God gives direction.
Jesus Christ has great things for our lives, as we trust Him.  Jesus is committed to your change.
Would you let Him do that work that He has wanted to accomplish in your life?  
It is so common to hear people talk about older people, that they are old and set in their ways.  I never ever want to be a person that is not willing to learn or be taught new things in life.    In my job I have to work at changes in the corporate world daily.  Sometimes I don't like it but that is the job situation.
Let us allow our "best friend" Jesus Christ to walk into the totality of our lives and do a spiritual housecleaning, getting all of the debris and cob-webs out so we are freed to do what He wants of all of us this year.  2002 can be a year of change.  Will you allow that to happen?  I will because I know He is in charge!(
