Absorbed in Him

A few weeks ago Elton was speaking on totally trusting and totally giving our inner self to the Lord.  He was having a few people share what that meant to them and Noel shared what it was speaking to her.  It is profound what God says if we will listen to Him.  Here is what she shared at this meeting:
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I was struggling with something that I’ve struggled with for many, many years.  The Lord just simply said something to me, and I know He does this.  He’ll say something you’ve heard your whole life.  It’s going to sound really simple to you, but there was a facet that was revealed to me that I’d never seen before.  He simply said, “If you could do it why would I have sacrificed My Son?

All of a sudden I felt such conviction for relying on myself, for somehow de-validating the fact that He was crucified for the thing that I’m fighting for and I’m trying to do it myself.  There was rawness about it that I’d never felt before.  At one side of it I was thrilled because it was like, “Wow!  That really takes the pressure off!”  But on the other side it was, “Oh My God, what have I done?  What have I been doing all these years, all of these seasons?”  (I had to stop and be careful because I like to crucify myself.  I need to get off the cross because someone needs the wood!)

There was a second piece I got the next day that was the gift of it all.  He said, “I can’t wait to see what I died for.”  And I said, “What?”  He said, “I died but I haven’t seen My Bride yet.  I’m waiting.”  It was like the Lord was telling us that He is excited that we’re coming.  The Lord can’t wait to see us.  He can’t wait to see what He died for.

I have never had such a hunger to die to self.  I know part of it is fear, because of the price that you pay.  But I know that no price was paid like the price that was paid on the cross.  You get scared because it’s like, “Oh, He’s going to put me through hell and He’s going to do this and He’s going to do that.  You know what, it’s already been hell.  It’s already been really hard.  The closer I get to Jesus; it’s not going to get any easier.  But, the closer I get to Him; it’s going to be more of His strength.

I know that it starts with a fire and a hunger in the belly of your soul.  I’ve never wanted that more than I want it right now.  I don’t have it yet.  I want it, I want it so bad.  It’s just dying to self, dying to emotions and not relying on my feelings.  I really want to be free from all of that.

All of a sudden I know that I want Him to be happy when He sees me – not me.  I want Him to say, “That’s what I died for.  That’s what I died for!  Thank you!”  

I don’t want to not complete during my earthly season what He died for.  That blood fell on and from the cross for me and I don’t want it to go to waste.  I know even I can’t want it without Him putting the desire in me.  I don’t have a clue how it’s going to happen, but I can’t forget this and I can’t go back.(
