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How great, how big, how powerful is God?  It is important to know some basic things about the Great

God we serve! 

The Bible says in Psalms, "They limited God.”  It means basically that people tested God's grace and

patience to the limit.  But we also "limit God,” literally, because of wrong thinking and believing about God.  J.B.  Phillips wrote a book titled, "Your God Is Too Small.”  We could take all the vision and

revelation that the Body of Christ has had through the centuries, and hold it up before the God of the Universe, and would find that our concepts of God are still only a "drop in the bucket!” 

What does the Bible say about God's unlimited nature?  The Word says in Isaiah 40 "there is no searching of His understanding.”  He knows everything and then some.  He has the answers for all our problems.  "He is made unto us Wisdom.”  God knows the past, present, and the future, as one compact whole.  Jesus said He even sees the sparrows that fall to the ground!  Satan cannot outwit God.  God's sovereign will shall be accomplished come what may. 

God's Spirit fills the entire universe!  David said, "If I take the wings of the morning,” and go to the farthest reaches of the earth, God is there.  He is an "ever-present help in time of need.” (Psalm 46) 
Hebrews 13 declares, God "will never leave you nor forsake you.”  Yes, He is everywhere.  Yes, He is with you at your greatest point of need.

again for our deliverance.  He conquered the world, the flesh and the devil.  He now "ever lives to make intercession for us.”  His blood purchased our salvation, "by His stripes we were healed.” and by His life 
we will continue to live on into eternity. 

There are three things that are the greatest needs in the universe.  They demand the power of a miracle working God, and of course, it is available in Jesus Christ. 

The first thing is your own personal need of the Savior - to save, keep, heal, deliver and to "present you before His presence with exceeding joy" in heaven for all eternity.  God is able. 

The second is for your family - husband/wife, children and grandchildren. Perhaps the greatest promise in the Bible for families is of course Acts 16:31, "Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you shall be saved and, and your house.”  Pray and claim salvation and all God's benefits for your family, especially the wayward ones.  God will do what He has promised. 

The third need is that there be a mighty harvest of souls swept into the Kingdom, before Christ's return.  I was watching a tremendous evangelistic meeting on TV and when the invitation to receive Christ went out, almost everyone in that meeting responded to the opportunity to come 
to Jesus.  What a sight!  Agree with me for revival in all nations. 
Come with me in the spirit by faith as we enter the Throne Room of the Universe.  Let us stand before the Father, Son and Holy Spirit in perfect worship and adoration.  Be refreshed and made whole and new.  "There is a River,” (Psalm 46) "that shall make glad the city of our God,” that is us.  The River of Life - the Holy Spirit, is still flowing, for all who are thirsty for more of God.  Press into the Kingdom.  Let us take our priestly position, and intercede for all of creation.  Let us "stand in the gap, and make up the hedge,” for those yet unborn into the Kingdom of His great Love!(
