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Wow, authority, something we all like to have but most of us don't know how to use it or even handle it in some cases.  

In the days of Kings and Queens authority was in the hands of very few, usually just the King.  He had the power of life and death in his hands.  He usually had a Signet Ring or a Seal that would represent his power on documents and such.  If he sent his representative across the kingdom he would have that seal that gave him the authority of the King.  People needed to listen to him and obey what he said in the Kings name.

We have all been given authority by God, simply because we are His children.  When we are members of His family we can exercise our Father’s power and authority.  We can be overcomers in all of our trials and even overcome the obstacles that the enemy puts in our pathway.  We have what is called “intrinsic” authority, that which is God given or part of our basic nature.  We can also have “derived” authority which is given to us by another authority, (man) such as a driver’s license.  

Christ delegated authority to the believer of today as well as the disciples of yesterday.  He gave it to us so that we could stand up to the onslaught of the enemy.  He gave it to us so that we could not live in fear but live in victory.

Many times we use the terms “binding and loosing.”  What do they have to do with our authority?  

Those terms describe the authority and power that Jesus assigned to the believer, allowing them to forbid of allow certain kinds of conduct.  This phrase is only used twice in the New Testament.  We read these in Matthew 16:19 and Matthew 18:18.  

Three truths are revealed there that we must stand on:

1 Jesus delegated spiritual authority to His own, to quell or to dispatch the enterprises of the Adversary.

2 Grounds for this authority is established in the finished work of the cross.  The verb tense tells us that it is already accomplished.

3 Jesus confirmed authority and we need to righteously exercise it through prayer, intercession, and Godly relationships.  They become the keys of introducing God’s divine will into earthly situations.  Jesus made it clear that “heavens” side of these issues is settled and determined, but for the “earth” side of matters to flow into heavens intent, authoritative action must be effected.

It is up to us to take the action that will put His power and authority into work in our lives.  It is not enough to just know we have the power and then wait for something to happen.  We need to step out in His authority, expecting something to happen in the Spirit realm.  We need to move forward even if we don’t know the total plan at the moment, trusting Him to reveal it as we our empowered by Him with every step, even into the unknown.  He is faithful.  HE IS GOD.(
