Dave, Eileen, Ryan and Joel were so very gracious to Elton and I during our stay in Poland.  They had set up meetings and arrangements there without knowing us personally. (Just on recommendations)  We had a delightful time both in services and viewing areas around Poland.  We hated to leave and felt like we had acquired a great friendship in them.  Looking forward to Dave & family being with us in July in Portland.    Thanks again guys!!!!

We flew off to Ireland after being in Poland one week.  We are always so welcomed there.  Such dear friends and so hospitable!  Our time of services in the Malahide area were so great.  To see the growth in people's lives after three former visits is exciting.  Our friend Maria, Pastor Ellis's wife had just undergone cancer surgery a few months ago and was in the hospital when we got there with an infection.  What a refreshing lady!  God has gone before her and let her see Him in such a marvelous way.  She came out the first night, excused about three hours from the hospital and then the next day was released. Maria's attitude is such that she is ministering to everyone the Lord has her share with.  Maria and Ellis are really moving forward and trusting God at every turn in their lives.
