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I want to be the woman God can count on.  Women who wait on the Lord are there when He calls.  Hearing God’s voice is not a fabrication, it is just having a simple trust in knowing He wants and will speak, even to us.  God speaks to us because He is so very desirous of our fellowship.

Doubt dulls the hearing of God’s voice in our lives.  Trust is knowing God’s love, even when we don’t think we hear His voice.  Knowing God’s love grows our trust.  In the beginning God created us out of His own desire and so that our relationship with Him would bring pleasure to Him.

We can choose light or darkness, life or death.  His grace begins to flow and we must choose light and life.  This time should not be teased with.  Excess time can cause us to falter.  We need to discipline ourselves to quickly choose life, every time.  I don’t know about you but my God is ever so worthy of my good and obedient choices because He paid such a great price for me to be able to the choice.
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
