Here is a “Vocabulary List” of key words relating to prayer.  I believe it will help to “stir” up our minds by way of remembrance.  Prayer is the very breath and heartbeat of God – coming by way of inspiration from the Father himself, echoing back from our spirits to the throne room again.  It is our greatest privilege, to enter into our High Priestly calling of prayer with Jesus Christ the Chief High Priest over the entire universe.

Prayer is one of the greatest mysteries of God’s Kingdom.  God limits Himself in many cases, to wait for the prayers of the saints – the Intercessors.  But I know this much is true, God is still on the throne, He hears and answers prayer, and prayer changes things!  The most important thing about prayer – is to pray!

1) FATHER:  Pray to “Our Father who is in heaven.  2) JESUS:  Use His name as power of attorney.  “You shall ask in My Name, Jesus said.  3) FAITH:  Hebrews 11:6- “But without Faith it is impossible to please God!  4) HOPE:  “Abound in hope.”  Romans 15:13 5) LOVE:  “Love one another, as I have loved you.”  “God is love.”  6) PRAISE:  “Enter into His gates with praise.”  7) WORSHIP:  “Worship Him in spirit and in truth.”  8)  BOLD:  “Come boldly to the throne of grace.”  9) GRACE:  “Find grace in time of need.”  10) ALWAYS:  “Men ought always to pray, and not to faint.”  11) ALL:  Pray for all men everywhere.  Pray for all things necessary.  12) ASK:  “Ask and you shall receive!”  13) SEEK:  “In the day you seek Me with the whole heart, I shall be found.”  14) KNOCK:  “and it shall be opened to you.”  Make an extra effort!  15) BLOOD:  They overcame him (Satan) by the Blood of the Lamb.”  16) PATIENCE:  “Through faith and patience we inherit the promises.”  17) CONFESS:  We confess our sins, and also our promises and who Jesus is in us!  He is the High Priest of our confession.  18) WORD:  “If you abide in Me and My Word abides in you, you can ask what you will and it shall be done unto you.”  19) PURE:  “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God.”  Matthew 5.  20) RIGHTEOUS:  “the righteousness of Christ by faith.”  This gives us the right to approach God in prayer.  21) HOLY:  “Let he who is holy be holy still.”  To be holy is to be set apart for God.  22) SPEAK:  “speak the word.”  23) FORGIVE:  To be forgiven, one must freely forgive.  This makes for answered prayer.  24) FAST:  Not only from food occasionally, but also perhaps from many other things.  25) TIME:  “Redeeming the time.”  Take time to pray, to be holy, life is short.  26) FELLOWSHIP:  “Enoch walked with God.”  He wants us to fellowship with Him.  27) OBEY:  Obedient and obedience.  They mean the same thing – following God’s commands.  28) COME:  “Come unto Me all you who labor.”  29) SPIRIT:  Pray with the spirit.  30) VIOLENT:  “The kingdom of God is preached, and the violent take it by force.  31) UNITY:  “Behold, how good and pleasant it is for brethren to dwell (and pray) together in unity.  Psalm 133:1.  32) WRESTLE:  “We wrestle not against flesh and blood (opponents).”  Eph. 6.  33) FIGHT:  “ I have fought a good fight,” Paul said.  He fought for God in prayer.  34) WAR:  “There was war in heaven.”  Rev. 12 – When we pray, we wage war on the enemy.  35) FLESH:  “Those who are in the flesh cannot please God.  We must live and pray by God’s power.  36) SATAN:  Never forget who is your enemy.  We must wage war on him.  He was defeated by Jesus!  37) STAND:  Eph. 6 – “Having done all, stand!”  38) OVERCOME:  “I have overcome the world!”  39) SONS:  Now are we His sons!  1 John 3:1-3.  40) REVIVE:  And revival by prayer.  II Chron. 7:14.  41) HEAL:  “By His stripes we are healed.”  Is. 53.  42) RESTORATION:  God will heal and restore if we pray.  43) ANOINTING:  The anointing teaches us.  44) HOLY:  Spirit gives us power.  Acts 1:8 45) GIFTS:  Of the Spirit, helps us to pray!  46) POWER:  Jacob wrestled with God in prayer, and had power with God and man!  47) VALIANT:  We can become valiant for God in the battle of life.  Heb. 11.  48) TRUST:  Psalm 37 “Trust in the Lord.”  49) HUMBLE:  God gives grace to the humble.  He dwells with the humble and contrite ones, to revive them.  Is. 57:15 50) PROUD:  God resists the proud.  Pride is self-seeking.  51) RESIST:  the devil, and he will flee from you.  52) ARMOR:  “Put on the whole armor of God.”  “Put on the Lord Jesus Christ.”  He is our armor!  53) POUR:  Joel 2 says “I will pour out My Spirit on all flesh,” in answer to prayer.  54) RAIN:  “He shall come unto you like the rain.”  55) THINK:  “Think on these things.”  The Word.  56) LOOK:  Look and see what God is up to!  57) LISTEN:  He is calling for you.  Rev. 2 and 3.  58) CHOOSE:  you this day who you will serve.  59) EYE:  “He who formed the eye, shall He not see?”  60) EAR:  “He who formed the ear, shall He not hear?”  61) HEART:  “With the heart man believes.”  “He (God) who searches the heart knows.”  62) TRUTH:  “Worship in spirit and in Truth.”  63) WORKS:  “Do again the first works.”  Prayer, repentance, the Word.  Rev. 2 and 3.  64) PROPHESY:  “All may prophesy, that all may learn.”  65) PROPHECIES:  “Despise not prophecies.”  66) MEDITATE:  Meditate in the Word.  Psalm 1.  67) REASON:  “Come, let us reason” let us talk.  68) ENQUIRE:  Ask God?  He answers!  69) PRAY:  “Pray without ceasing.”  70) FACE:  “Seek My face.”  71) GLORY AND GLORIFY:  Christ’s prayers for us.  John 17.  72) IN:  We are in Christ, and He and the Father are IN us.  See Eph., Philip. and Col. 73) MYSTERY:  Col. 1:27 Christ in us helps us pray.  74) WISDOM:  James 1:5.  75) DISCERNMENT:  “Believe not every spirit.  I John 4:1.  76) MERCY:  Find mercy at the throne.  Heb. 4:16.  77) HELP:  “Help, Lord, the godly man perishes,” David prayed.  78) SHOUT:  “unto God with the voice of triumph.”  79) SING:  “with the spirit, and with the understanding.”  80) INTERCESSION:  for the transgressors.  Is. 53.  81) PETITIONS:  Bring your needs to Father God.  82) CONVERSATION Talk to God.  Then listen!  Hab. 2:1-4   83) COMMUNION:  Just to sit in His presence.  84) PRE-EMINENCE:  He (Jesus) must be first.  85 EXALT:  the Lord, in prayer and praise.  86) WINGS:  Is. 40:31 We can fly to God in prayer.  87) RENEW:  We renew our strength as we pray!  88) STRENGTH:  “Put on your strength (God’s power) O Zion!  Prayer does this.  89) CALLED:  You are the called according to His purpose.  Did you hear Him?  90) WAIT:  “on the Lord, be of good courage, and he shall strengthen your heart.”  91) VICTORY:  “This is the victory” faith and prayer.  92) POSSIBLE:  “All things are possible, only believe.”  93) IMPOSSIBLE:  with God nothing is impossible.  94) HARD:  Nothing is too hard for God.  95) TRIBULATION:  “In the world you shall have tribulation.”  “I have overcome the world.”  96) KINGDOM:  “Your kingdom come.”  Answers!  97) SHIELD:  God is our shield.  Ps. 3:3.  98) MIRACLES:  I Cor. 12.  “The working of miracles.”  Expect a miracle when you pray!  99) CASTING:  “all your care on Him, (in prayer), for He cares for you!  “The fear (awe, reverence, respect) of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom.”  Pro. 1.  “Worthy is the Lamb ho was slain.”  “Seek first (in prayer) the Kingdom of God, and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added unto you.
