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Recently I heard a well-known prophetic scholar on TV make the statement that the Book of Revelation is the most important book in the Bible!  From my own reading, study and prayer as well as prophetic input, I have to agree with him.  There are some reasons why Revelation is so incredibly important.

First, it is in a unique sense, the only book in the bible said to be authored by Jesus Christ Himself; (with the insight and visions and content from God the Father.  See Rev. 1)

Again, it is the only bible book I know of that pronounces a special blessing on those who read the book aloud in each congregation, and upon those who hear it read and obey it!  (Rev. 1)

The Book of Revelation has more usage of the Names and Titles of Jesus Christ than any other book in the Bible!  I think there are at least 75 Names and Titles of Jesus in the book.  Revelation has much to say about Christ as the one who shed His blood for all mankind.  It is our salvation and victory over Satan.  (Rev. 12:11)

This Book also presents pen portraits of the glorified, risen, victorious Christ in Rev. 1 and 19.  Jesus is also presented as the Lamb of God and the Lion of the tribe of Judah.  Other visions of Jesus – at least in 2 other places in the book – present Him as a powerful Angel!  (Yes, He does occasionally appear in various other forms, if you know your Bible.)

Revelation is the last great authoritative written word of God to all mankind.  The last words of a human being are considered important.  How incredibly urgent and important are the last word’s of God in the Bible.  This Book summarizes and explains most of the mysteries and prophecies of the rest of the Bible, especially of the prophetic Books of Isaiah to Malachi.  Without Revelation we would not have the complete picture of the End Times we live in, as well as of Eternity.

The Book of Revelation is a survival manual for all areas of our lives in the 21st century we live in!  Read, study, believe, obey and follow the instructions in it.  Revelation 2 and 3 give us the actual words and message of Jesus Christ Himself, on a par with and even on a high plane because of Christ’s glorified position having all power and glory and authority after the resurrection.

The Book rips the mask off of all the enemies of God’s Kingdom and shows us how to overcome them.  (Rev. 12 and 13)  We have various word pictures describing a dragon, various beasts, a scarlet clad woman and demonic creatures that will torment mankind in some way during the great tribulation.  It will be critical for people to avoid taking the “Mark of the Beast” if they want to be with Jesus!  (Rev. 13)

The ministry of the mightiest angels is pictured here, in connection with the Vial and the Trumpet Judgments.  They also have many other functions too numerous to mention here, except to say that they also war against our enemies, and minister to the Saints.  We hear in graphic detail the description of the great judgments that will rock planet Earth after the rapture of the Saints!  I have often felt that when the Saints are taken up, judgment will then fall upon Godless nations and individuals, for all their unrepented sins.  I don’t know about others, but I’m taking the first “Jesus Airlift” out!  (I Cor. 15 and I Thess. 4)

Revelation gives us a full picture of the New Jerusalem coming down out of Heaven.  Because of it’s staggering size, (1200 – 1500 miles high and wide) I believe it may be an orbiting “Space City” on the opposite side of the Earth than the moon.  It will be about the same dimensions as the moon.  The Bible and even some scholars believe it will be shaped as a great mountain, or even as a mighty pyramid form.  I believe it will be an orbiting supernatural light source.  Space travel from Earth (the New Earth and New Heavens) to the Celestial City will be possible for glorified Saints.

The final state of the Universe – Heaven – the River of Life and the Trees of Life are pictured in Rev. 22.  Also, a great invitation to eternal salvation for all.  The Book ends warning people not to change the words and message of the most important Bible Book.  It ends by announcing Christ’s soon return.  Amen!(
